Tina Beattie considers the role and representation of women in church documents from Vatican II to Mulieris Dignitatem, in the context of changing social contexts and in terms of symbolism and sacramentality. Using Peter Berger’s metaphor of ‘the sacred canopy’, she explores some of the tensions and debates which have emerged since the 1960s in terms of the symbolic anthropology of ‘woman’ in the Catholic tradition, particularly during the papacy of John Paul II.
